It is therefore your 
highest scoring act in each of the duet/trio and group champion divisions listed above that has the potential to 
make it in each Parade. Vocal acts and Productions are not eligible for the Parade of Champions but will be 
awarded separately with their own line-ups when applicable. Overall Championship titles are presented in 
addition to all the Divisional Line-ups listed above.

SPECIALTY AWARDS 

Each act will receive a trophy based on the TOP Adjudicated Score Range. National pins will also be awarded 
for each member of the act. During these ceremonies we will also award Photogenic, High Point, TOP 

Entertainer, Judges’ Choice ribbons, Choreography awards, Category Cups, and will announce TOP Ten 
lineups for Novice and Intermediate level dancers. 

 

COMPETITIVE AWARDS 

This awards ceremony at the end of each evening will include the announcement of TOP Ten lineups for the 
Competitive level dancers and will also include the presentation of Overall Championships.
